LAND USE PERMITS

Do you live near a body of water, shore-
land or floodplain in Marshall County?

Shoreland means land located within the
following distances from public waters:

- 1000 feet from ordinary high water line
(OHWL) of a lake, pond or flowage

- 300 feet from a river or stream

Floodplain means land that would be
inundated by a flood having a 1% chance
of occurring in any given year (100-year
flood).

Marshall County Floodplain Management,
Sewage Treatment and Shoreland Ordi-
nances require permits for:

e The construction of buildings or
building additions, and decks,

e The installation and/or alteration of
sewage treatment systems,

o Modification of feedlots, and

o Specific grading, filling and other
land alterations.
